Neko Harbour is a small bay indenting the E shore of Andvord Bay, 6 miles SE of Beneden Head, along the W coast of the Antarctic Peninsula. First seen and roughly charted by Gerlache’s Belgian Antarctic expedition, 1897-9, and named for Messrs. Chr. Salvesen’s floating factory ship, Neko, which operated in the South Shetlands and Antarctic Peninsula in 1911-2 and 1923-4, and often used this bay. 

Neko Harbour is notorious for its calving glaciers. Spectacular views of Andvord Bay can be obtained from the walk up the ridge. However, the glacier is crevassed so please stay on the marked route. The beach is also prone to large and unpredictable waves following a calving so please stay off the beach throughout the landing.

	Port Lockroy is comprised of Jougla Point and Goudier Island, both of which are home to numerous nesting Gentoo penguins. There is an extraordinary museum inside the old British Antarctic Survey (BAS) hut on Goudier Island. One room within the hut is also a post office and gift shop where stamps, postcards and souvenirs may be purchased, Visa, Sterling and USD are accepted. Mail sent from Port Lockroy, however, can take from three weeks to three months to get to its final destination.
