	We hope to land at Horseshoe Island.
Horseshoe Island is a small rocky island in Bourgeois Fjord, Marguerite Bay.

Confirmed breeders: kelp gulls and brown skuas (occasional). 29 species of lichen and 15 species of moss have been reported from Horseshoe Island.

Base ‘Y’ is designated as Historic Site and Monument No. 63. It sits on a small peninsula at the north-western end of the island overlooking Sally Cove. It is noteworthy as a relatively unaltered and well equipped British scientific base of the late 1950s, providing a time capsule of life and science of the time. It was occupied continuously from March 1955 to August 1960, and re-opened for a 4 month period in 1969. In addition to the base building, there is also a balloon shed, pup pens, an emergency store, two pram dinghies and a winch. ‘Blaiklock’, the refuge hut located several miles away, is considered an integral part of the base.

	We hope to be alongside at Rothera Research Station.
Rothera is located at 67 degs 34' S, 068 degs 08' W on Adelaide Island to the west of the Antarctic Peninsula. It belongs to the British Antarctic Survey which is a component of the UK Natural Environment Research Council. The station is occupied all year round. During winter (April to October) twenty-one people keep the station running and continue the science programme. In the summer (November to March) the station is very busy with over one hundred scientists and support personnel in residence. Rothera is the hub for aircraft operations in support of the BAS science programme. In recent summers BAS scientists have been deployed to locations throughout the Antarctic continent.
